Robert Charles Doty, a cowboy at heart, was born April 14, 1932 in
Kalamazoo, Michigan, son to Clifford Mead and Myrtle Addline (Holden) Doty.
On May 2, 1952, he married Thelma Marie Vanderwilt in Boise, Idaho. She
predeceases him. On August 12, 2017 he was remarried to Geraldine Arnold;
she survives. 

While honorably serving for the US Air Force in the Philippine Islands during
the Korean War, he learned his trade as a printer, and later worked as one for
the Michigan School for the Blind for more than twenty years in which he was
the principle developer of the program that is still on going. He also owned
and operated his own business, the Heritage Press. Passionate about family
history, he saw it as a personal calling and was a proud member of the
Edward Doty Society. After converting in 1952, he was an active member and
had many leadership roles in The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints.

He is survived by his wife Geri Arnold-Doty, of Williamston, Michigan; one son,
Steven (wife Gaylynn) Doty of Eagle, Michigan; three daughters: DelmaRae
(husband, Gary) Shandrew of Logan, Utah; Karen (husband, Kevin) Rackham
of Birmingham, Alabama; and Linda Hanes of Lansing, Michigan: sixteen
grandchildren and thirty-five great-grandchildren.
